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MIDDLETOWN — One local businessman is doing his part to spice up Middletown through community 

action.

It’s all just part and parcel to being part of a tight-knit community, he said, where he knows the customers 

by name and “I can’t go anywhere without people saying, ‘Hey, it’s Hatem from Gold Star.’ ” 

Mike Rohrkemper, Middletown native and CEO of Gold Star, said community involvement is important to 

the company, and Shteiwi sets the bar high. 

“He’s a top-tier franchisee,” he said. “If all our franchisees were like Hatem, my job would be a lot easier.”
